Phonics - This week we will be learning the digraph 'ss’ and we will be assessing the children’s phonic knowledge on
the sounds taught so far this term. We will also be introducing the harder to read and spell word: pull.

- InLiteracy this week we will be sharing the text 'The Little Red Hen'. We will be helping Little Red Hen
to write a shopping list for bread ingredients. We will then use this knowledge to write our own shopping lists for
Mrs Wallace to buy ingredients to make soup.

Maths - We will be learning how to compare groups of objects and using keywords such as more than and fewer
than. EG 5 acorns is more than 3 acorns.
