English – In English children are going to roleplay different classes of passengers on board the

Maths – In maths this week we will be learning how to subtract 2-digit numbers across a ten e.g.24 

– 17 = and 52 – 16 =  We will also be using our learned knowledge and skills to tackle mixed addition 

and subtraction, comparing number sentences and having a go at some missing number problems.  

 

Computing – In computing we will be using clip art images in a spreadsheet. 

 

History – In history we will be investigating a range of different sources to find out about the 

differences between the 1st and 3rd class passengers and the facilities for them on board the
