Phonics - This week we will be reviewing the sounds we have learned so far. We will be reading and writing words 

using the single sounds and digraphs the children know.

We are exploring the changes 

that happen during this season, such as colder weather, shorter days, and how animals and people adapt. The 

children will take part in activities like winter-themed crafts, stories, and discussions about clothing and keeping 

warm.
