Maths: - This week the children will be exploring length and height. They will be comparing objects of different
lengths and measuring them with a ruler.

History

RE: - We will be talking about what Christians learn from stories told by Jesus.

DT- We will be planning and designing our stable structure and will be looking at the follow two architects: Zaha
Hadid and Christopher Wren.

PSHE: - We will be learning about how medicines can help us if we feel poorly and will be looking at how we use
them safely.

Computing: - We will continue to work on our eBook and will be adding sound to our book.
